
This is an activity that can be used as a fun review actitity for a training session or to intorduce a concept.

The A to Z activity is used when there is a need to review material or to introduce a topic or concept.
1. Select Groups: Divide the participants into groups of 4 or 5 and have each group (team) select a piece of flip chart paper with a Workshop title on it.

2. Select Recorder: Have one person on the team act at a recorder.

3. Switch Recorders: Ask for a volunteer from the group. Have the volunteer go to another group and give the recorders marker to another person. The first recorder from the group will continue this until each group has switched recorders.

4. Provide Group Instructions: Explain to the participants that this is a test.  Their final exam (or any other end result) that will determine what they have learned this year.  Explain to them that this is also to test their creativity.  (Your are building a sense of competition).


Tell them:

a. The group will select a flipchart with a workshop title on it. 

b. They must come up with 26 descriptive words that relates to the workshop listed on their flipchart. 

c. Each word will begin with a different letter of the alphabet and must cover the entire alphabet.

d. They must be very creative.

e. They may cheat and;

f. The first team to completes the task may win.

5. Group Reports: Once the participants have completed the activity, have them (by group) give an overview of the workshop (3 minutes max) and then review their answers on the chart.  Have the other participants evaluate whether the words chosen are appropriate.  Are they acceptable or unacceptable?  You should explain the meaning, or expound on the concept as you review the charts. Participants will attempt to eliminate some of the words from the other teams and make it a game.  When completed, you may determine the winner and have prizes for each person in the group.



Prizes:  Gold chocolate coins all around (We are all winners) 
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
